Dear Simone





I received the outcome of this make up placement and it was so stressful and full of defamatory statement against me that I started to bleed. That has happened few days ago and I still heavily bleed (I am sorry for being so personal with you, however you, as a Char of Enquiry Team know everything about me, anyway). I feel so sick…Tomorrow 1.45pm I have Law Exam!!!!





My placement was abuse, emotional and verbal. Who would trust me if I say - anyway. I am only migrant-without any right. The report was full of the things, which NEVER happened and statements that I have NEVER said. Social Work department gave me Kate Baker for my Field Educator. She is the LECTURER in social work department.  Placement was so stressful for me… Kate was treated me so badly (abusing me emotionally and verbally), that I could not share this with ANYONE and I tried to cope myself. However this morning everything just became too much for me and … I started so heavily bleed. 





I do not have money for counseling! I do not have money for layer! I do not have any rights, in social work department because I DARE to speak about abuse. I do not have my family here to support me, many of them died in this war - including my father! I can not talk with my husband about this, as this is too much for him as well. 





I do not have ANYONE!        Thank you for asking. 








Hello Simon





I apologize for my previous letter. You email came in a very bad moment, however I thank you for your interest in may 'case'. I was really sick and exhausted…and anxious about Friday's Law exam. I went to exam today at 1.45pm and to be honest, I do not know what I wrote or how I did it! I was under lot of pressure. Today I feel much better as I had appointment with my GP and I will have one more on Tuesday next week. So, do not worry about me, please. Doctor told me, it was stress, I have experienced after opening report and all that just culminated the day when you send your email. I am so sorry!





Simon Hill (tutor) and Greg Petersen (lecturer) told me not to sit for exam, after seeing me at the Law department. I looked really bad, so Greg and Simon offer special consideration in case if I fail. There are many, many good people - lecturers- in this University. 





Yes, I fail my 'make up placement'. This time social work department did it on a very professional way…everything was very well planned. It was the hardest 25 days as far as I can remember. Prof. Foreman and Amie are familiar with the way I was treated, from the day one. Although many, many things, I kept for myself knowing that that would be too much for them to deal with. At times I felt guilty asking Amie and Prof. Foreman for help…and witnessing that none of them could do anything. 





Sharing the issue with my peer support group, I confirmed (what I already knew), that nobody ever was treated the way I was. They want me to disappear from their department, as I remind them too much of what has happened. They blame me because it is easier then take responsibility. The only problem they have this time is that I am the student who will not go and who's not scared.
