Thanks for referring Vesna back to see me. A few months ago I did a medical report for her concerning her


divorce.





Today she has come to see me regarding the events within her social work course and which have quite


profoundly affected her ever since.





As you probably know she was abused verbally and pressured in a most traumatic way by her supervisor 


who controlled whether she passed or failed.





Up until that point i.e. for the first two years of the course Ms Simundic had performed extremely well and


had achieved very good placements reports. Following that event, she was unable function at all with


supervisors and emplacements although she continued to do extremely well academically. She is now in


the position of having passed four years of social work but having insufficient placements to qualify for a full degree. Apparently the department accepts a fair modicum of responsibility for what happened and there


seems to be little doubt that indeed this abuse took place.





The fact the Ms Simundic has been traumatised is not in doubt. In my examination of her she is still


extremely agitated and emotionally labile when she describes the events. She still has a great deal of


trouble relating to people in authority behind closed doors. She had sleep disturbance for many months


after the abuse occurred. There are frequent flashbacks and intrusive memories regarding that abuse.


which quite markedly influenced her life.  She was unable to continue working in an administrative post at


The University when she was unable to achieve her degree, because she was constantly in contact with her


previous supervisors.





Her emotional life has been quite disrupted by those events. Her marriage has not survived and her health


deteriorated. She began to put on weight and was obviously affected to the point where work colleagues


noticed.





I am writing to confirm the diagnosis of a Post Traumatic Stress Disorder consequent upon the abuse that


occurred.





Since leaving the university system, she is starting to reclaim her life and is now working within the fashion


Industry.





She feels that at this point ongoing therapy would not be helpful and may indeed stir things up again when
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she believes that she is finally getting on top of her situation.





She remains on anti-depressant medication.





I am happy to amplify these comments if necessary.
