1.   My matter is setup for the Hearing at Sydney Reg. in front of the full court on 21st Aug 07.





I have serious concerns about the Hearing. I have raised this issue with the Registrar Farrell and she advice me to bring my concerns to attention of Justice Branson. 





Your Honor, I have tried to raise many issues with Justice Branson however, she has found extremely difficult to act unbiased due to conflict of interest.  Any comments regardless any concerns I had she would ignore.  The culmination was her statement that she did not see my affidavit that was in front of her during the Hearing (later confirmed by the staff) 





My request for 3 day Hearing were rejected and I do not know on basis of what she made her orders, because she refused to read my affidavit.  I do not trust this judge and I asked you for your protection.

It would be most unusual and indeed very rare for witnesses to be called and cross-examined at the hearing of an appeal.  The evidence that these witnesses may give would constitute fresh evidence. 





Any application to the Court to receive further evidence on appeal must be in accordance with Order 52 rule 36 of the Federal Court Rules.





In relation to your request for a jury, it is not a question of policy for the Chief Justice. Trials by jury are governed by federal legislation.  Pursuant to section 39 of the Federal Court of Australia Act 1976 (Cth), trials in the Federal Court are conducted by a judge sitting without a jury.  





An appeal is never heard with a jury.  There is no provision in the Federal Court Act or the Federal Court Rules for an appeal to be heard with a jury.
